In
order that there may be no occasion for misappre-
hension hereafter, especially in the matter touch-
ing the settlement of my Estate, 1 desire to have
it known by my particular friends, that I have
elected to make the City of New Orleans, my
place of domicile and permanent home, although
of course, I may oceasionally visit or reside in
other places.
